Agree as Follows:

1. Contract Documents

This Contract shall consist of the following documents, incorporated herein by reference:

The Artist’s work entitled “Cockroach Controlled Mobile Robot #3”  (“The Artwork”) will be presented at InterAccess Electronic Media Arts Centre as part of “ZOO” (“The Exhibition”).
2. Fees

InterAccess will pay The Artist an artist fee of $550. The fee will be paid at the 30 days after Opening Reception of The Exhibition, unless special arrangements have been made in writing by January 19, 2007.

Should the exhibition be cancelled due to no direct fault of InterAccess or the Artist, The Artist will receive:

a) 25% of the fee should The Exhibition be cancelled 60 days or more prior to the Opening Reception or;

b) 35% of the fee should The Exhibition be cancelled 30-59 days prior to the Opening Reception or;

c) 50% of the fee should The Exhibition be cancelled up to 29 days prior to the Opening Reception.

In the event that The Artist cancels the exhibition without an explanation that satisfies InterAccess, The Artist forfeits all fees and may be held financially responsible for any costs incurred by InterAccess related to The Exhibition up to the date of cancellation. 

In the event that The Artist breaches his/her contract, InterAccess reserves the right to cancel The Exhibition without financial compensation to The Artist.

i. Travel Subsidy 

InterAccess will provide travel subsidy of up to a maximum of $600 Canadian Dollars to cover the costs of one person to travel to and from the gallery.

ii.
Per Diem

InterAccess will provide a per diem of $20 per day to the Artist up to a maximum of five days (totall of $100) for the duration of the install period.
iii.
Accommodation 

InterAccess will assist The Artist in finding a billet for the duration of the install and for the opening night. 

iiii. Sales

Should an enquiry of sale arise during InterAccess’ exhibition of The Artwork, The Artist or their agent or their representative shall be fully responsible for negotiating the sale price and transportation of The Artwork with interested parties. InterAccess will not receive any fees arising from the sale of The Artwork.

3. Artist Documents

The Artist must provide InterAccess with the following documents by Wednesday January 19, 2007.

a) Complete information about The Artwork for wall label (title, medium, date, credits and funding information)

b) Schedule of The Artwork’s estimated value (for materials only)

c) A completed copy of the Technical Rider outlining technical and non-technical requirements (attached) 

d) Print-quality (300dpi) images of The Artwork with applicable image credits 

e) 75-word bio with contact information

f) 150-word artist statement (for exhibition binder)

g) A current CV (for exhibition binder)

The artist must also provide the following by Thursday, February 1, 2007.

a) Operating and maintenance instructions for The Artwork, (including written detailed instructions about how to start up, shut down and reboot The Artwork)

b) A back-up copy of any audio/visual media related to the piece, (such as DVDs or CD-Roms) 

c) Detailed written description of how to pack up work for shipping.

4. Shipping

The Artist will be responsible for all costs and arrangements of transportation of The Artwork to InterAccess. InterAccess will be responsible for the costs of returning The Artwork to The Artist.  

In the event The Artwork must be shipped internationally, The Artist will provide appropriate customs documentation, in addition to packing instructions and a detailed inventory of items to be shipped.

5. Installation

The Installation period will take place from Saturday January 27 to Thursday, February 1, 2007. The Artwork must be completely installed and functioning by 5p.m. on the day before the opening, Thursday, February 1, 2007. 

The Artist will schedule the specific dates that they will be installing in consultation with the Programming Coordinator by Friday, January 19, 2007. The Artist must be present in the gallery during installation of The Artwork, unless previous arrangements are made in writing or by email with InterAccess by Friday, January 19, 2007.

6. Strike Period

The Strike will take place on Monday, March 19, 2007. The Artist must provide the gallery with detailed packing instructions by Thursday, February 1, 2007.
7. Exhibition Period
The Exhibition Period will be from February 2, 2007 to March 17, 2007.

InterAccess is open to the public from noon to 5:00 p.m., Wednesday through Saturday (closed on Sunday and Tuesday).

  8 a. Exhibition Responsibilities

Though The Artist is chiefly responsible for installing his or her work, InterAccess will provide technical assistance during the designated installation period, strike, and throughout the Exhibition Period.


InterAccess is responsible for basic audio-visual equipment and non-technical materials for the installation of The Exhibition. Special needs and materials specific to the artwork(s) cannot be guaranteed. All materials purchased by InterAccess remain the property of InterAccess.

8. Opening Reception

The Exhibition’s opening reception will take place during the evening of Friday, February 2, 2007 at 7:30pm. The Artist is required to be present at the Opening Reception.

InterAccess will provide refreshments for the Opening Reception.

9. Promotion and Publicity

Electronic and print promotional materials and a press release will be produced and distributed by InterAccess.

InterAccess will produce an English-language web page representing The Exhibition that will be hosted on the InterAccess website.

InterAccess will maintain a file of all publicity related to the exhibition. Up to fifteen copies of all printed materials can be provided to The Artist if requested prior to the Opening Reception.

10. Documentation

InterAccess will document the exhibition for our archives.  InterAccess will retain ownership of any photographic material produced from The Exhibition. 

InterAccess will include all documentation in its archive and is free to use all such material for educational, promotional, or funding purposes.

11. Insurance

InterAccess will secure insurance for The Artist’s equipment and materials for the duration of The Exhibition covering accidental fire, smoke, and water damage, as well as damages caused by theft or vandalism. 

12. Copyright

The parties agree that The Artist is the owner of the copyright to the work of art created by The Artist and all works incidental to the creation of the Artist’s work of art.

13. Assignment

This Agreement may not be assigned to any other entity by any of the parties without the prior written consent of each of the other parties.

14. Entire Agreement

This Agreement constitutes the entire agreement between the parties with respect to the transactions herein contemplated and cancels and supersedes any and all prior understandings, agreements, negotiations and discussions. There are no representations, warranties, terms, conditions, undertakings or collateral agreements or understandings, express or implied, between the parties other than as expressly set forth in this Agreement. This Agreement may not be amended or modified in any respect except by written instrument executed by each of the parties.

15. Interpretation and Validity

The interpretation and validity of this agreement shall be governed by the laws of the province of Ontario.

16. Termination

Either party may terminate this agreement by giving 30 days’ written notice to the other party.
